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FLOWMASTER TOUR REPORT, MAR 30 ™" BY CRAIG OWENS

On March 30", several members of the RECCC toured the Flowmaster Muffler Manufacturing facility in Santa
Rosa, as arranged by Terri and Judy Morris. It was a very impressive tour. We learned that mufflers design at
Flowmaster involves lots of science and engineering followed by lots of dyno testing and fine tuning before they arrive
at each final product. The tour started with the manufacturing section, then packaging, and finished up with develop-
ment and the dyno facility. They have both a chassis and an engine dyno. Kevin McClelland operates the dyno
facility (he writes the tech column for Chevy High Performance magazine). Kevin is a long-time drag racer and has
worked for GM and Edelbrock They ran a “mule” 350 Chevy engine mounted on the engine dyno for us and it
produced around 450 horsepower at 6200 RPM on 91 octane pump gas! Wow! One of Korbel Winery’s race cars
was in the shop for some R&D work. Next time you see one of Flowmaster’s ads for their American Thunder Series
bolt-on exhaust systems, take note: the 55-57 Chevys in their ads all belong to RECCC local club members! Craig O.
